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Replacing the Fuse

Make sure the amperage matches the 
specified value when replacing the fu-
ses. If the fuse is blown, check the po-
wer connection and replace with a n-
ew one. If the same problem occurs, 
it would be subjected to the malfun-
ction. In such cases, please consult 
to the nearest service dealer.

When the range of the operation of the
card remote control becomes short or no 
functions while operating. Replace the 
lithium battery with a new button cell
(CR2025). Make sure the battery polarity 
before replace.

Precautions on Using Lithium 
Battery 

Always keep the lithium battery beyond 
children s reach. In case 
swallowed, see a doctor immediately.
